BSPS QUALIFICATION

All classes, apart from the Tiny Tots, Cradle Stakes and Lead Rein of Hunter Type are qualifiers for the BSPS Winter Championships.  The 1st, 2nd and 3rd prize winners in the Novice Classes and 1st, 2nd, 3rd and 4th in Mixed Height Novice Classes will qualify.  In the Open (Restricted) Classes the 3 highest placed Restricted animals in each class will qualify, and in the MIXED HEIGHT OPEN (RESTRICTED) CLASSES the 4 highest placed Restricted animals will qualify.  (Riders on Restricted animals MUST wear an armband).  Animals must be registered before the date of the show at which they qualify for the Winter Championships and must be ridden by BSPS members, except in the case of exhibitors who have never been members before who are allowed seven days in which to become members and register their ponies, providing they have a valid J.M.B. Certificate before the day of the Championship they qualify for.

HERITAGE QUALIFICATION

The 1st, 2nd and 3rd placed ponies in the Novice Classes will qualify and. in the Mixed Height Novice Classes 1st, 2nd, 3rd, and 4th prize winners will qualify. In the Open (Restricted) Classes the qualifications will be awarded to the three highest placed Restricted animals  in each class, and in the Mixed Height Open Classes the four highest placed Restricted animals will qualify (Riders on Restricted animals MUST wear an armband). Exhibitors in qualifying positions, who have never been members of the B.S.P.S are allowed 7 days in which to become members and register their ponies.

BSPS RESTRICTED OPEN

Any animal that has qualified for the WHP/WH classes at the RIHS or HOYS in the current or previous year is not eligible for the Restricted qualification in the Open Restricted WHP/WH classes.

Any animal that has qualified for the Nursery Stakes class at the RIHS in the current or previous year is not eligible for the Restricted qualification in the Open Restricted Nursery Stakes class.

Any animal that has qualified for the Heritage classes at the RIHS, HOYS or Olympia in the current or previous year is not eligible for the Restricted qualification in the Open Restricted Heritage classes.

DEFINITION OF A NOVICE WORKING HUNTER

Regardless of the number of Novice or Open WH classes a FOUR or FIVE year old horse may win, it retains its novice status at the commencement of its SIX year old year.  A Novice WH six years old or over that wins three Open or Restricted Open Working Hunter classes where the first prize is £5.00 or over, will immediately be classed as an “OPEN WH” for the rest of its showing career and is no longer eligible for Novice WH classes, except that any qualification held for Novice WH classes at the 2012 BSPS Winter Championships remain valid.  Classes to be run in accordance with Rule 399.
